THIS AGREEMENT MADE AND ENTERED INTO ON THE day of
by and between the Park and Recreation Board of the City of Hueytown, a

municipal corporation, acting by and through its Park and Recreation Board hereinafter

called “Licensor”, and hereinafter called “Licensee”,

WITNESSETH:
1. Licensor does hereby grant to Licensee, upon the terms and conditions hereinafter

stated, a non-exclusive right and privilege of holding, conducting or exhibiting

softball games and track and field events, engaged in by the members of such league at

located at during the season, and Licensor

further grants to Licensee the exclusive right and privilege to selling at all such baseball, football
and softball games, and track and field events, soft drinks, popcorn, candies, sandwiches and all
other confections that are customarily sold at the aforementioned league games. It is understood
and agreed that no intoxicating beverage shall be sold or otherwise dispensed by Licensee. All
sales of food products shall comply with the rules and regulations of the Department of Health.

2. Licensee shall use, hold or retain all net profits derived from all business done

[

said Park under this agreement.
3. Licensee shall maintain an accurate current record and account of all expenses and receipts

(financial statement) derived from all activities done under this agreement, which shall at all






times be available for inspection by Licensor, and shall furnish Licensor quarterly and within
thirty (30) days after termination of this agreement a full, correct, and accurate financial
statement of all receipts and expenses of said activities during the entire term of this
agreement. -

4. Licensor is under no duty to furnish or supply to the Licensee any electricity, water or
other utilities under this agreement. If such utilities are available, Licensor may aliow
Licensee to use the same and charge Licensee the estimated usage thereof. It is understood and
agreed that should Licensee desire artificial light, electricity, water or other utilities, Licensee
may arrange with the utility company involved, at the cost of Licensee, for the furnishing
thereof. Licensor is under no duty to furnish light globes or other articles to the Licensee or
make any repairs to the premises to be used by the Licensee under this agreement.

5. Licensee agrees that they will, during the term hereof, conduct said business in a proper
manner and in accordance with the laws and regulations of the State of Alabama and of the
City of Hueytown, and at the end of each day’s use of the licensed premises, Licensee agrees to
promptly remove all bottles, cans, food paper, trash, waste, refuse and overgrown grass &
weeds from such premises, which shall be deemed to include the concession stand, restrooxﬁs,

playing fields, and seating areas within the licensed premises, and also the area of the licensed

premises within one hundred fifty (150) feet of the above said facilities. Licensee shail

maintain all facilities in clean and good order and shall promptly repair any defects that occur

during their use thereof.






6. Licensee shall not operate, or permit the operation of any loudspeaker or conduct activities

7. Licensee shall creats no new structure, building or shed or make any alterations, addition,
or change to any existing structure without first obtaining written approval of Licensor, and all
permits required by Law or ordinance. Licensor is under no obligation to construct new
facilities nor make additions to existing ones. Licensor may, however, elect to do any
construction whenever it is felt to be necessary by Licensor. It is further understood and
agreed that fee simple title to all such improvements shall vest in Licensor.

8. Licensee shall not allow or designate or name any portion of the park, without first
obtaining approval of Licensor, or Licensor’s representative. Painting of any existing structure
of new structure must bej_ppfoved as to color scheme by Licensor or Licensor’s
representatives. \

9. Licensor requires that the Licensee shall throughout the term of this Licensee agreement,
maintain public liability insurance with a company authorized to engage in the insurance
business in the State of Alabama insuring Licensee against liability for damages or injuries to
persons or property resuliing from any activity, business, or exhibition authorized by this
agreement in an amount not less than three hundred fifty thousand (3350,000) dollars personal

injury and one hundred thousand ($100,000.00) dollars property damage. A certificate

evidencing such insurance shall be filed with Licensor. Licensee further agrees to pay the usual

licenses and taxes required by law.
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10. Licensor may terminate this agreement, with cause, at any time by giving not less than
seventy-two (72) hours notice of such termination of Licensee.

11. The days and the tine thereof on which licensee may exercise the rights and privileges
granted hereunder will be designated in writing within thirty (30) days after the execution of this
agreement by the President or Director of the Park and Recreation Department or his designated
representative. Nothing in this agreement shall be construed as prohibiting the granting of a
permit by said President c:;l‘._'n)ir;ctor to others to use said field at any time or times said field is
not designated for use by the Licensee, and said Director may also permit the use of said field at
any time designated for use by the Licensee, and said Director may also permit the use of said
field at any time designated for use by the Licensee when he reasonably determines that it is not
to be used by the Licensee at said time, or the joint use of the facility is deemed by Licensor to
be feasible. Any designation made by the Director under the provisions of this paragraph 11
shall be null and void as to any days subsequent to the expiration of this agreement of its
termination as provided biy paragraph 10 hereof, whichever first occurs.

12. Licensees shall put into place reasonable procedures that subjects each adult working with
minors within their organiz.atii(inal structure are subject to background checks.

13. Any notice herein provided for shall be conclusively presumed delivered to either party

hereto upon such notice heing deposited in the United States Mail, registered and return receipt







requested, in an envelope with adequate postage stamps and properly addressed to either part
respectively as follows: to Licensor, % its Park and Recreation Board City Hall, Drawer “C”

Hueytown, Alabama and to Licensee, %

14. Any license, privilege or right herein granted to Licensee shall not be transferred to or
conferred upon any person, group, association, partnership, corporation or other without prior
written agreement of Licensor.

15. No waiver by the Licensor or any default or breach of any terms, conditions or covenants
contained herein shall be deemed a waiver of any other breach of the same or other term,
condition, or covenant contained herein.

16. In the event Licensee breaches any of the terms of this agreement, or if Licensor deems

action necessary whereby the Licensor, because of such breach or detrimental action, employs an

..... .
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expense incurred by Licensor.

17. Inno event shall Licensor be liable for any injury or damage caused by or growing out of
any defect in said facilities or its equipment, drains, seats, plumbing, electrical equipment or
appurtenances, or in said premises, or growing out of fire, rain, wind, leaks, sporting activities or
other cause. Licensee hereby indemnifies and holds harmless Licensor for all such liability.

18. Financial statement, by-laws, efc. of Licensee will be turned in to Licensor at December

meeting in the same yeat lease is signed.

19. Licensee shall check for legality of participants according to Jan. 2007, resolution.






20. 1f you live outside of the City of Hueytown, you must subrﬁit credentials showing proof that
you are zoned to a Hueytown school.

21. Licensee must be current (30 days) to all vendors and utilities. Licensor will not grant a
new lease to lease park program in arrears from previous year.

22. Any and all equipment purchased by the Licensee used in or on any lease facility becomes
property of Licensor (City of Hueytown). Disposal of said equipment will be handled through
the surplus/non-salvageable auctions held by the City of Hueytown. (example: old and/ or worn
out, broken lawn mowers, freezers, weed eaters, deep fryers, a/c units, etc)
